Contenido:

1. Expressing Possesions
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In English, one way of expressing possession is to use possessie pronouns like: MINE, YOURS, HIS, HERS, OURS, THEIRS.

Examples: 
· This pencil is mine. (este lápiz es mio)

· The flowers are yours. (las flores son tuyas) 
· This is not my bag. It’s his. (este no es mi bolso. Es suyo (de él))

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2. Expressing Preferences 
Preferences: 

The verbs like, enjoy, love and dislike, don’t mind, hate, etc., are used to express preferences. 

Grammar

These verbs are usually followed by a gerund (verb –ing). Look at the examples:

Form:                            Subject + preference + verb –ing + complement
Examples:
